NOVEMBER 22, 2009

Meeting called to order by President Buford Barrett at 1:30.

Items of business:

Buford announced that the following offices would be available for the two year term of 2010 thru 2012 - President, Vice President, and Treasurer.  He proposed the nomination forms be sent out the next week.  The nomination forms would be due back by December 12th.  The election ballots will then be sent out and due back by December 29, 2009.  Jim Hicks motioned the acceptance of the election process, Yancy Paul seconded, and all agreed. No nays. 

Buford asked for suggestions on Dog of the Year awards.  He proposed buying belt buckles from the same vendor as last year. The approximate price was $60-$70.  Bob Brown motioned OSDA buy buckles just as last year.  Josh Baxter seconded and all agreed. No nays. 

Buford asked for input on the year end award banquet.  He suggested a central meeting place for all member such as OKC and possibly meeting at a restaurant.  Upon further discussion, Susan Bennett offered to host the award dinner/playday at her place possibly in January. It was suggested that OSDA have a potluck dinner and play with the dogs. Susan also stated that she would try to get information on a possible OSDA clinic with Bruce Fogt.  

Buford also asked for sanctioning of the following trials next year:

Duckhead Cattle Trial - two day spring and fall

Oaktree Sheepdog Trial - October 

Jim Hicks motioned OSDA sanction the trials. Bob Brown seconded. Everyone agreed. No nays.

Buford asked for discussion on continuing the series trial.  Mickey Welsh motioned to end the series trial. Several suggestions and questions on the subject ensued.   Jenna Baxter motioned to keep the series trial. Any OSDA member sponsored trial within Oklahoma which follows OSDA rules will be included in the point series.  In order to qualify, a member must go to at least three trials. The top three trial will be used in the determining of Dog of the Year points. The same point system as last year will be continued.  She also asked about changing the classes for cattle. It was suggested to try the same classes for the next year. 

Bonnie Daley seconded.  All agreed. No nays.
