Our President, Secretary, and Treasurer were all unable to attend, so the meeting was somewhat informal, but below is a list of some things that were discussed. 

We briefly discussed the rules and let the members that were in attendance know that the rules had been passed and were in effect as of Sat. Feb. 21, 2009.
 

We also announced the 5 series trials for the sheep. Bar L in May, Celtic Festival in June, Grady Co. in August, and Tom and Ruth's 2 day trial Oaktree Classic in Oct. The cattle series trials will be the Bar L Trial in March, the Bar L Trial in May, and Kevin is going to have a judged cattle trial on April 25-26. That's 3 for sure. All trials are subject to change.
 

Further on Kevin's trial... he wants to have a sheep trial on April 25 and a cattle trial on April 26, but drought conditions may force him to sell out on his sheep. If this occurs, which he said he should know relatively soon, then he wants to hold a 2 day cattle trial, one points and time and the other judged. So that would give us 4 trials. Yancy mentioned having at least 1 other trial in the fall possibly 2. We could pick one of those to make 5. Tom also mentioned trying to get a cattle trial in the Northeast part of the state, if he should succeed in doing so, it was agreed to let his trial be part of the series instead of one of Yancy's fall trials.  

 

The FFA trial was also discussed. Tom and Ruth really wanted the FFA trial to be part of the series to draw more attendance, but it was agreed upon that we should keep the 5 series trials that were already chosen and not backpedal on things that were already voted on. So we will be advertising the FFA trial and supporting it, but not sanctioning it.
