







OSDA MINUTES









MARCH 27, 2010

Meeting brought to order at 2:27 by President Jenna Baxter.

The OSDA board of directors proposals for the new year were presented by Jenna and Susan.  The proposals were passed out to each member present.  Each proposal was read by Susan and discussed separately.  A copy of the proposals have been attached to the minutes. Please read the attachments for all the details.  Below is a shortened explanation of each proposal.

The purpose of the proposals is for OSDA to help members and their dogs progress to their full potential.

Proposal #1 – Novice and Ranch fees will be no more than $20 and will no longer have a payback.  The funds will be set aside to support clinics and other events. The purpose of the proposal is to help advance Novice and Ranch handlers. The wording was changed in the last sentence to include “no handler or dog shall be awarded dog of the year award for more than one year.(overview – please see attachment for details)

Proposal # 1 was discussed in length and in overall agreement.  Mickey Welsh motioned for the approval of proposal. Buford seconded. No nays. The motion was carried. 

Proposal # 2  - Open handlers may run in ranch, but will not be eligible for Dog of the Year. (overview – please see attachment for details) 

Proposal # 2 was discussed and in agreement.  Josh Baxter motioned for the approval. Mickey Welsh seconded. No nays. The motion was carried.

Proposal # 3 – Novice and Ranch handlers/dog can run in Nursery without affecting their status.  The wording was changed that nursery does not have to run last. (overview – please see attachment for details)  

Proposal # 3  was discussed. In allowing Novice and Ranch handlers/dogs to run in Nursery, the Nursery class will be able to accept more entries. This will help dogs and handlers alike. Mickey Welsh motioned for approval. Kevin Law seconded. No nays. The motion was carried. 

Other items open for general discussion.

OSDA will be hosting both the Oklahoma City Fair cattle and sheep trials. It was suggested the monies received from the OKC fair board be split between both trials.

Also discussed were the pros and cons for a judged cattle versus point/time cattle trial. Jenna suggested various advertising/sponsorship possibilities.  

Kevin Law announced that he had been contacted by a Sports Mix representative about being a dog food sponsor for OSDA.  Kevin will give the name and number to Jenna for further information.

Jenna announced that she has been contacted by the Claremore Dog Expo.  They wish to host a trial. This trial would take the place of the Grady County trial.  Jenna will provide more information as it is available.

Susan motioned to adjourn the meeting. Josh seconded.
